Ad-hoc solutions with clear basic rules for attracting participants: being
inclusive but respect the organizational procedures (deadlines, special
requests)

Organize side events on specific technical domains to attract sponsors
with a specific interest in a professional community

Plan Special issues in journals form other scientific domains in order to
disseminate the HFE knowledge in other fields

Provide the organization with an Organizing Secretariat and a team
from the federated society or from an organization affiliated to the
society that can guarantee continuity and stability

Participants’ Mailing list has to be of IEA property

Emphasize the multidisciplinarity of the Conference through the
program and topics
