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	1. Objectives
	To detail the procedures for voting outside of IEA Council Meetings that will allow the IEA to move forward on items between Council meetings.


	2. Procedure
	2.1 Provision of voting item

	The voting item will be sent electronically to Council members.  A timeline of at least 2 weeks will be given for the voting process. At least two online discussion forums will be made available to Council members to accommodate time zone differences, with at least one Officer present at each forum to provide information about the voting item and moderate any discussion

	
	2.2 Quorum
	A quorum is required analogous to Council voting in the Bylaws:

 The total of the following votes must not be less than quorum. Unless otherwise specified, the quorum is one-third of the total potential votes
· The number of Council representatives who electronically submitted votes within the permitted timeline.
· The number of officer votes that were submitted either to the Secretary General or online.
Unless otherwise specified, a simple majority is required for an approval.

	
	2.3 Record keeping
	Confirmation of the voting outcome will be provided electronically to Council members following the close of the voting period and will be recorded in the minutes of the next Council meeting.
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
