	2. Procedures
	2.1 Forming an IEA Network
	The Council approves the formation of an IEA Network based on a formal proposal that is endorsed by participating societies and which states the purpose, organizational structure and mode of operation of the proposed IEA Network.

	
	2.2 Reporting requirements
	IEA Networks report on their activities to IEA. Written reports are to be provided to the Vice-President Secretary-General a minimum of 5 weeks prior to the annual Council meeting. The report should include the purpose of the Network, the current Chair and activities over the past year.

	
	2.3 Attendance
at Council Meetings
	One representative of an IEA Network may attend the Council meetings as a non-voting participant.
