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Dear prospective IEA endorsed Certification Body, 

The IEA is pleased that your Society is developing a certification system (or has already developed one) and is interested in getting IEA endorsement for it. For your information the IEA Certification Sub-Committee has assembled an information pack to assist you. If you have not set up your certification system, please see the information pack “IEA Recommendations for setting up certification systems” first. 

If you have already developed a certification system and wish to apply for IEA endorsement of it. Please proceed as follows:
We suggest that you start by studying the document “Criteria for IEA Endorsement of Certifying Bodies”.  
If you wish to proceed with IEA endorsement of your certification system, please study the Flow Chart for IEA procedure for endorsement of certification bodies that summarises the steps that your society and the IEA need to take. 
Once your system has been operating for at least a year successfully, you should complete the “Application for Endorsement of Certifying Bodies” form and send it, along with the required other documents to the Chair of the Certification Sub-Committee. It is acceptable to scan the documents and submit them electronically.

It is not necessary to have IEA endorsement of your certification system, but it may facilitate the acceptance of your certificates at a national level and aid in the movement of your ergonomists to other countries and markets. The IEA is happy to advise while you are setting up the system. The head of the IEA Certification Sub-Committee will help you with your efforts. He or she is your “mentor” and should be contacted when you have questions.
