	1. Objectives
	The Council will determine annual fees to be paid by the IEA membership and adjust these fees from time to time (from IEA Bylaws Title 3, article 3). 

This money is to be used for the payment of the general administrative costs of running the Association, setting up meetings, sponsoring publicity, payment of expenses of officers, and in aiding cooperation with other international organizations.



	2. Procedures
	2.1 Membership Year 
	The membership year is January 1 to December 31.



	
	2.2 Termination of Membership  
	Non-payment of the entire annual fee for more than one year renders the Society or Member liable to termination of membership by the Council.



	
	2.3 Federated and Affiliated Societies
	For new society applications, a payment of dues for the first year should be submitted with the application for membership. If the application is not successful, such a payment will be returned to the applicant

Each Federated and Affiliated Society pays an annual fee of 3% of the total income derived from membership fees during the preceding year or a minimum of US$100. The income from student and emeritus members of a Society may be optionally included in the total membership numbers used to calculate IEA dues.  Any IEA Society can apply a cap of US$20,000 annually to their IEA dues contribution.



	
	2.4 Sustaining Members
	Sustaining Members are organizations or individuals that have an interest in the IEA and support it by the payment of an annual subscription or by services in kind. The conditions of their acceptance will be determined in each individual case.  

Sustaining Members pay an annual membership fee/contribution according to the level and category of membership. Sustaining membership in any category does not confer the right to voice or vote in IEA Council meetings.

Organizational Sustaining Members: 

There are four levels of membership fee for Organizational Sustaining Members:

· Gold level (annual fee of US$ 1.000)

· Platinum level (annual fee of US$ 5.000)

· Diamond level (annual fee of US$ 10.000)

· Star level (annual fee of US$ 25.000)

Individual Sustaining Members:

Individual Sustaining Members are individuals who voluntarily support IEA through annual contributions, which can be allocated to specific activities or uses as determined by the Executive Committee.

There are three levels of membership fee for Individual Sustaining Members:

· Contributor (annual contribution of US $200)

· Supporter (annual contribution of US $500)

· Benefactor (annual contribution of US $1000 and above)



	
	2.5 Travel Expenses
