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Application for IEA Membership


The IEA membership is composed of:
-	Federated Societies
-	Affiliated Societies
-	Sustaining Members


Definition of members:
Federated Societies will be societies that have the main aim of promoting ergonomics/human factors and supporting professional ergonomists and human factors specialists in their country or region.  They will be bodies that elect a governing council from within their own membership and encourage the free publication of research material.  In general, there will be only one Federated Society in any geographical area.  Federated Societies vote on IEA issues.

Affiliated Societies will be other national or international professional societies that are ineligible for federated member status or have an interest in ergonomics but have their main aim in an associated area.  Affiliated Societies do not vote on IEA issues.

Sustaining Members will be organizations or individuals that have an interest in the Association and support it by the payment of an annual subscription.  The conditions of their acceptance will be determined in each individual case.  Sustaining Members do not vote on IEA issues.

Qualifications for membership:
Societies applying for or having membership in the IEA as a Federated Society shall meet the following criteria:

1. [bookmark: _Hlk115511775][bookmark: _Hlk115470161]The society is duly constituted as a legal entity, having official by-laws (or equivalent) and elected representatives.  A current copy of the by-laws must be submitted in English.
A copy of the by-laws in English is attached 
2. The by-laws or other rules of the society should not deny membership to any person for any reason other than professional qualifications.
3. The society shall have operated at a minimum of one year prior to application.
(Created since May 27, 2014 )  Official accreditation on July 04, 2019, A copy of is attached 
4. The society shall have a minimum of 25 members whose primary occupation is in an ergonomics area (Federated Societies only).
Yes, it has more than 25 members whose primary occupation is in an ergonomics area
5. Societies will be accepted provided that they do not present a conflict with existing Federated Societies. 
There is no conflict
6. Societies applying for IEA membership must complete the questionnaire relating to the position, aim and structure of the applicant.

7. A payment of dues for the first year should be submitted with the application for membership. If the application is not successful, such a payment will be returned to the applicant.
We only need the procedure for sending $100

Non payment of the whole annual fee for more than one year renders the Society or Member liable to termination of membership by Council.


IEA fees:
Each Federated and Affiliated Society pays an annual fee consisting of 3% of the total income derived from their membership fees.  (Note:  A minimum fee of $100 per year was approved by the IEA Council).

General structure of the Society
The Algerian Association of Ergonomics is a national association of a scientific nature.
The association consists of founding members, active members and honorary members.
The deliberation of the General Assembly gives the right to the status of honorary member on the proposal of the office of the Assembly.

The association includes:   1. a general assembly.     2. a general assembly.  3.  Districts Offices
 
1. The General Assembly: 
It includes all the members involved, in addition to the members of the executive body, each state appoints two delegates (02), appointed by direct election.
The General Assembly meets in an ordinary session at least twice (02) per year, and it meets in extraordinary session whenever necessary, at the request of the President of the Assembly, or at the request of two thirds of the members. of the Executive Office or at the request of ⅔ (two thirds) of its members.
In these last two cases, the secretary general or the first vice-president replaces the president of the Assembly.
The general Assembly is arranged in accordance with the provisions of article 17 of this law. The invitations are recorded in the register of deliberations recorded and sent in writing together with the agenda, to the addresses of the members of the General Assembly within a maximum deadline of 15 days.
The General Assembly cannot deliberate in an acceptable capacity upon the first convocation unless ⅔ (two thirds) of its members are present; If the quorum is not complete, the general assembly is called for a second time within a maximum period of 15 days, then the general assembly can deliberate regardless of the number of its members attending.
Decisions are taken by a majority of half plus one of the votes of the members of the General Assembly present at the meeting, and in the event of equal votes, the president's voice is considered a favourite voice. 

2. The executive office
The association is led and managed by an executive office. 
The executive office consists of:
-  President of the association
-  First Vice-President / in charge of scientific research, organization and external relations.
-  General secretary
-  In charge of training and cooperation.
-  Responsible for relations with the surrounding.
-  In charge of conferences, seminars and workshops.
-  In charge of diffusion of ergonomic knowledge.
-  In charge of communication, information, publication and keeping in touch.
-  In charge of diffusion of ergonomic knowledge.
-  Finance Secretary
[bookmark: _Hlk115117613]The members of the executive office are elected by the General Assembly in the order stipulated in Article 24 above, 03 years, and 01 renewable at most. The executive office meets at least once (01) a month, at the invitation of its president, and it can also meet at the request of ⅔ (two thirds) of its members. 
Every member has the right to vote and be nominated at all levels of the association - except for the candidacy for the association’s executive office. Each candidate must hold a certificate in ergonomics, whether as an original specialty or a supplementary training in order to preserve the specialized character of the association and encourage the rest of the members to obtain an ergonomics training, whether provided by the association or by recognized scientific bodies.
The executive office meetings are not valid unless attended by ⅔ (two thirds) of its members, and the executive office takes decisions by a majority of ⅔ (two thirds) of its members. If the votes are equal, the president's voice is considered a favourite voice
3. Districts Offices.  
The association is divided into: districts offices.
The state office consists of:
1- Head of the office.
2- First Vice President.
3- The second vice president.
4- General Secretary.
5- Treasurer
6- The responsible of communication, information and publication.
7- The responsible of training and cooperation
