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Information on Voting Item: Capitation Fee.

What is the Capitation Fee?

The triennial IEA World Congress is undoubtfully one of the premier events of the international HF/E community. It will be held in Jeju, South Korea, next year for the 22nd time. Once again, more than 1000 participants are expected to discuss technical and scientific issues, argue about positions and find solutions in an open and friendly way. In addition to its outstanding scientific and professional importance, the IEA World Congress is also an important source of funding and revenue for the operation of IEA. To be precise: It is essential. It ensures the financial continuity of the society - also in the interim period between the World Congresses. Therefore, it has been agreed before that the organizing society of a World Congress transfers a capitation fee (calculated as a fixed amount per capita for each participant) to the IEA following the event. In return, the IEA provides support in the form of technical, scientific and operational expertise, its own networks of international experts and, of course, intensive advertising for the event. 

Why increase it?

The capitation fee has now remained unchanged for a very long time. However, this does not apply to general expenses. Everybody understands that everything has become more expensive in the last decades.
Therefore, the IEA Executive Committee is recommending that for the World Congress after next, in 2030, the capitation fee be raised by 5 USD from the current 28 USD to 33 USD (per capita, i.e. per participant). With this moderate increase, the price increases will be covered and a sustainable financing of the IEA will be ensured.
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
