This certification is awarded by the Centre for Registration of European Ergonomists (CREE). The Eur.Erg. title is a recognized European certification for ergonomics professionals.

	Do you have a promotion program or special membership categories for early career / students?
	The GfA has launched the GfA-NEXT initiative and appointed three young scientists as delegates. In addition to a reduced conference fee (twice a year), and current job offers, there are regular workshops and company visits that contribute to professional qualification and personal development as well as networking within the GfA. We also offer a mentoring program for young members to help them with various issues related to professional life and career planning, as well as an award for the best young scientist at the Spring Congress.

	Are there adequate work opportunities for HFE graduates?
	Career prospects for HFE graduates in Germany are promising, as the importance of ergonomically designed workplaces and processes is increasingly recognized in a wide range of industries. Demand is growing in industries such as automotive, aerospace, and medical, in private companies such as the Fraunhofer Society, and in universities and occupational health and safety agencies.

	What issues do you have that you would like to discuss with others at the next IEA meeting?
	The recruitment of new members, especially young scientists, is an increasing concern.

A first approach to recruit members is to organize a special symposium at the IEA conference where young GfA members present their award-winning research from the national GfA congress. In the future, this symposium could be held regularly at the IEA conference with international participation. To support this, national societies could award the best young scientists at their national congresses and offer them the opportunity to attend the IEA conference as a prize. We would like to put this idea up for discussion at the Council meeting and will prepare some slides.
