EHF 2024 (April 2024 conference) :
The conference this year broke a number of records: 
· Total Attendees: 373 (members 79%, non-members 21%) 
· Masterclass attendees: 121 
· Annual dinner attendees: 281 
· Posters: 19 
· Organisations represented: 180 
· Number of responses to the delegate feedback survey: 119 
 
Defence, healthcare and rail represented 24%, 19% and 13% of delegates, respectively. 
 
Interestingly, only around a fifth of delegates are based in academia, showing the growing attraction of the event to consultants and those in the public and private sectors: 
· Academia: 18% 
· Private: 41% 
· Public: 20% 
· Consultancy: 21%
